Health Insurance, Forms, and Vaccines 
Health insurance coverage is required by University.  Students pay an insurance premium unless they can 
prove (by showing the policy to the Student Health Center) that they have health insurance already.  The 
form is also available online at http://www.umaryland.edu/health/. 
 
All PharmD students are required to be immunized against certain diseases.  Please remember to submit 
previously distributed proof of vaccination forms to Student Health.  Once admitted to the school, students 
will be inoculated against Hepatitis B.  You will be charged a fee ($35/shot for 3 shots) unless you can 
prove that you have been previously vaccinated against Hepatitis B.  At least two of the three shots are 
required by October.
